Sounds vary, based on their loudness (intensity) and the speed of sound wave vibrations (tone). Hearing occurs when sound waves stimulate the nerves of the inner ear. The sound then travels along nerve pathways to the brain. (http://agrawalhospital.com/audiometry/)

AOM is an infection of rapid onset that usually presents with ear pain. In young children this may result in pulling at the ear, increased crying, and poor sleep.

	A hole in the tissue that separates the ear canal from the middle ear.
A perforated eardrum may be caused by loud sounds, a foreign object in the ear, head trauma, a middle ear infection, or rapid pressure changes, such as from air travel.
Symptoms include sharp ear pain that subsides quickly, drainage, ringing in the ear (tinnitus), or hearing loss.
The condition usually heals on its own within a few weeks. Antibiotics, an eardrum patch, or surgery may be necessary.

Data from the test help to determine whether abnormal responses to the tone are the result of damage to the acoustic nerve or to the cochlea.
